ESSENTIAL DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Equip each auditorium chair with Connect Card and pen

Equip every other chair (those with trays underneath) with a Bible

Ensure that chair rows are correctly aligned and clean

Sweep auditorium and mop as needed

Clean off communion tables

Clean restrooms, including toilets, sinks, floors, and mirrors

Ensure that paper towels, toilet paper, soap, and sanitary bags are stocked in all restrooms
Vacuum all downstairs areas

Take out all garbage and recycling and replace bins with new bags

Clean lobby, hallways, boiler room, entryway, and offices/conference rooms as required
Set up for Midweek Classes

Painting, building maintenance, and other special projects as skill and time permit
